It has been my honor 
and pleasure to serve as 
your Board President in 
2010.

Does this sound familiar?  Feel familiar?  I know, I 
thought so too.  During my practitioner studies we had to 
read Barbara DeAngelis's book Real Moments.  It was an 
eye opener for me.  Am I really living in the now?  We 
keep hearing how you need to live in the now, not the 
past, not the future, but the now.  I thought I was, and 
now I wonder.  Real moments are the relationships we 
have with the process of living itself.  They are about 
fulfilling and giving meaning to your life now, not when 
you have more money, or find the right partner, or 
achieve your perfect weight, but in this and every 
moment.   

Dr. DeAngelis says, "Paying attention to the 
moments in your life as they unfold is what having real 
moments means, moments when you are fully present, 
fully feeling, fully alive."  These moments may be of 
great happiness or they may be moments of profound 
sorrow.  Whether positive or negative, when you pay 
attention to where you are and what is going on 
right now, you will experience a moment that has 
meaning that matters, a real moment. 

The best example I can give happened to me on a 
recent trip to Canada.  We were on a bus tour and got 
stuck in a snow drift with snow coming down steadily. 
The harder the driver tried to get us out, yup, you 
guessed it, the deeper we went.  Some people started to 
grumble, some started to panic, but others saw a 
moment!  They hopped off the bus and started to build a 
snowman!  By the time he was finished, everyone was 
off the bus and contributing in one way or another.  We 
took a group picture around our snowman so everyone 
could remember this real moment of our trip.  It made 
me more aware of those real moments and I had the best 
trip could be!   

The greatest thing was that the positive was 
contagious.  Everyone was upbeat and anxious to share 
our fun experiences.  I heard no complaints that we were 
two hours late for lunch, no complaints about the 
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weather, no complaints about finding our luggage 
already in our rooms when we arrived back at the hotel! 
 See, you get back what you put out and we were on a 
natural high of happiness.   

So be sure you keep your sights on the now, live for 
the moment, learn from the moment, be mindful, stop 
and smell the roses.
