There will be reports about
our financial health and our vision for the new fiscal
year, as well as our goals for growth and development. |
trust you will join us to educate yourselves on your
community’s progress, to share in the vision for our
future, and to vote for your new board members.

My first 10 months has been a really fabulous
experience. | have felt so much love and appreciation for
my efforts and | feel so gratified with our growth in
healing, strength and vitality. This next year brings us
many opportunities and challenges as we pursue our
vision for a permanent home for our community.

The benefits of having a permanent space are many
as I'm sure you are aware. Not only will we be able to
discontinue setting up and breaking down our equipment
weekly, our devoted volunteers who do this work
currently will be free to take a break (!) and find ways of
service in new areas that shall impact our growth and
development in even greater ways.

When we have our permanent church home that is all
inclusive with sanctuary, kitchen, classrooms and
offices, there will be a new sense of ownership by our
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members and friends. We can develop associated
business opportunities that will add earned income to our
budget such as weddings, a bookstore, community rental
space, more classes with guest presenters, etc. And so
important is the development of a children’s program
with space for them to work and play.

It is necessary for a church to be thought of not only
as a place to come on Sundays and throughout the week
for nurturing, spiritual growth and education, but as a
business. However, our business is unique when
compared to almost every other business, in that our
income is dependent on voluntary giving of time, talent
and treasure.

This leads me to ask you a few questioAsw
much do we want this new home and all its inherent
possibilitie® At the present time we have $ 21,545 in
our building fund and the potential of $20,000 to be
raised by the “Always, Patsy Cline” fundraiser. This of
course is insufficient to purchase a building now.
However, angels and investors could appear as well as
the perfect land and building - and your board and | are
certainly open to this possibilityThe next question is —
Are YOU With Us?We must all be in accord with this
vision in consciousness first, at which time the pathway
will be made clear before us and the ways and means
will be provided.

We can also consider leasing a building that meets
our growing needs. Our current expenses for renting the
Masonic Lodge and the office/classroom space is $1,000
per month. In order to lease a space with a minimum of
2500 square feet, it will cost a minimum of $2500 per
month. If we need more square footage, the expense of
course increases accordinglow much space shall we
envision and financially support?

In order to keep up with our current growth in
membership and services, we are increasing the work
hours and pay of our Administrative Assistant, Sandy.
Our desire is also to begin to pay our very generous
volunteer Music Director and Soloist, Nancy Walker, a
real salary by the beginning of the new year. At the



annual meeting you will receive a detailed accounting of
all our income and expenses for this past year as well as
the presentation of a “visionary budget” for the

following year. Here are another few questions for you:
Will you financially support us in this goal? Will you
assist us also by inviting your friends, family and co-
workers to be potential new members? Will you
participate in volunteerism in new and more aggressive
capacities?Hmmm... lots to think about.

As you can probably already see, our possibilities
are unlimited and as in everything in God'’s Universe, we
must rise to the mental equivalent of our vision. This
congregation has been generous in the past and we are
currently stable, meeting our current expenses. Now that
our vision has grown to be more, | feel sure that your
generosity shall meet our new needs.

My personal vision is not just for this church’s
growth and a new building — it is to support us in serving
each other, the Bear Valley community and this beloved
planet full of Divine children, right where we are...just
as we are. | am content doing what | can, in the moment,
as needs and opportunities arise, with as many people as
possible who desire to share this path. | am content
serving and being served by all that | do and express
without attachment to “when” or “how” and without
attachment to a particular outcome. As | move along on
my own path, | remind myself that everything | need to
make demonstrations in life is available already and that
| don’t have to “work the law”, but remember only to
uncover and release my own “imprisoned splendor”.
