Going Green! 

Just Say No to Bags 

You have probably heard that the Los Angeles 
Board of Supervisors has taken the issue of plastic bags 
in our environment seriously with a vote to decrease the 
amount used in L. A. with a goal of eliminating plastic 
bags altogether.  Whole Food Markets, always a leader, 
will no longer provide plastic bags as of Earth Day 2008. 
Here’s why: 

"According to the Wall Street Journal consumers in 
the U.S. use 100 billion plastic shopping bags each year 
– that’s 333 @person.  Around the world the amount 
used is 1 million bags @ minute.  

So what’s the big deal about plastic bags? We can 
see around us that billions end up as litter (which costs 
$$ to produce & $$ to clean up), they clog rivers and 
streams and photo degrade not biodegrade, breaking 
down into smaller and smaller toxic pieces 
contaminating soil, waterways, and are eaten by wild 
animals, killing hundreds of thousands of sea turtles, 
whales and other sea life. (www.reuseablebgs.com) 

Now think about this; the manufacturing of these 
bags produces toxic pollution into air breathed by your 
neighbors, not to mention the pollution caused by all the 
transportation to get them to our local stores on the 
mountain.  That’s our “good, clean, mountain air”.  We 
all know by now that this pollution IS causing global 
warming—which is not sustainable if we want to 
continue to live here as a species.   What do we do?  
Recycle the plastic bags? 

 
Recycling is good, but not taking one is even better! 

 
Purchase or use bags that you already have that are 

organic (cotton, canvas, etc) and keep them in your car 
so you will always have them with you.  This is getting 
to be more and more of an acceptable practice locally.  
You will be amazed at the respect you get from other 
shoppers who wish they had done the same.  And if you 
forget, at least paper bags are recyclable and therefore a 
better choice.  As Gandhi said, “Be the change you want 
to see in the world.” 

Interesting facts: 
 
*As part of Clean-Up Australia Day, 300,000 plastic 

bags were collected in one day.  Ireland created a plus 
tax (.15@ plastic bag tax) which resulted in a 90% drop 
in consumption, 1 billion fewer bags used annually, plus 
nearly $9.6 million was raised from taxes the first year. 
The money was established as a green fund to be used to 
benefit the environment. WIN –WIN! Let’s not wait for 
a tax to be needed.  Start today.  See you at the store!
