How
amazing you all were — accomplishing the task in less
than 30 minutes!

Next | want to thank all those who set up our sound
(Paul Penardi, Pete L'Heureux & David Seamore), and
then there are our decorating accoutrements, info table
stuff and hospitality paraphernalia (Margo Stewart,
Margo Penardi and Carolyn Dawley) because they have
each been inconvenienced (to say the least) by having t
hunt for the items in need and tote boxes here and there
back and forth.

Then there’s Leslie & Pete L'Heureux, Suzie Curtis,
Sam Farry, Margo Stewart, Carolyn Dawley, (I hope I'm
not forgetting anyone) who gave their time and energy to
go out and preview several of our potential location sites
along with Judy and me. What was most interesting
about this adventure was that Father Joe, who had jus
arrived on the scene at the Episcopal Church for about ]
week, was away on a cruise for two weeks, performing a
gig with the Chad Mitchell Trio. We had a call into him
early on in our search, because his church building
appeared to be very desirable, but he was unavailable -
which caused us to have to look into more than 20
different locations, all of which proved to be
unacceptable. Here we were, about to hold services ir
the snow somewhere, when Father Joe came back inti
town. We still couldn't pin him down for an
appointment so we talked with the church secretary,
Michelle, who it turns out has all the power. (You go,
girl!) She put in a good word for us and after it was
determined that we were not a cult nor were we
fundamentalists — Father Joe said yes — without ever
having met us! The rest is history — and — our immediate
future!



Metaphysically speaking, I'm sure the question has
come up for you'Why did we have to go through all
this?!” Well....because we asked for it. “Huh? At our
collective unconscious level, we asked for the
temperamental facilities manager at the Masons. We
asked for the chaos of gathering our stuff and carting it
all over Big Bear. We asked for Father Joe to be absent
when we needed him. We asked to be put through the
obstacle course in our search?” Yep! We did that. It

was what we needed to do to make us serious enough to

prepare us for a stronger future. We are learning to be a
focused team and we are learning just how strong and
powerful we are.

We have been asking the Universe for support so we
can stop being a “church in a box” and this adventure has
taught us to shift that statement around to a declaration
that “We are ready and able to have an all inclusive
home of our own”. You see, we knew what dien’t
want — to set up from scratch and clean up everything
every single Sunday for over 12 years at the Masonic.
But only recently did we begin the discovery of what we
do want!

In August 2006, your board and other interested
members attended a day long Vision Retreat that |
facilitated. On that day we declared our vision for the
ownership of a new home. In this process we uncovered
many things that we need to be, do, and have in order to
manifest our desire. This very powerful group, at this
very powerful meeting, set the Law of Attraction in
motion and the Universe has already begun to respond.

It brought us an angel in devil's clothing in form of
the Mason’s new facilities manager — a situation that
made it very apparent that we needed to move onward
and upward.

It brought us to
conversations about the little “r” realities and the big “R
realities of owning our own facility. And it finally
brought us to a comfortable, lovely and welcoming space
in the Episcopal building — for the immediate future. But
God hasn't finished with us yet — nor are we finished
with declaring into the Law what it is we desire. Treat
and move you feet is the name of the game. We are
treating and we certainly are moving our feet. Here’s the
plan -

If we are to live our Vision of a permanent church
home and ownership of that home, we have much work
to do. We must:

1. Make our presence and our services known in the
community.

2. Professionally welcome and embrace new
members.

3. Increase our general fund by increasing our
personal giving to the church.

4. Enroll more of our
capacities

members in volunteer

5. Attract backers and donors (within our community
and outside our community) to increase our building
fund.

How are we going to do these things?
1. Make our presence known:

“The Secret” is causing a big stir all over the world.
The film includes Rev. Dr. Michael Beckwith, who is a
Religious Science minister. He has appeared on Opral
twice to rave reviews, and all the governing
organizations of Religious Science are going to “catch
the wave” by advertising thé¥Ve've Known The Secret
for 80 Years.” Including us! We are in the planning
phases of presenting the film in Big Bear; producing
bumper stickers for each of us to put on our cars, presen
a 4-week workshop on the topics of The Secret, and
advertising in the Grizzly as well as our own newsletter
(See this issue).

2. Professionally welcome and embrace new members.

If you are not a member of this church, prepare
yourself for the invitation. A new Membership
Committee is being formed to implement ideas for
increased nurturing of our current membership as well as
embracing new members. Revamping of our guest
information packets, follow up with guests, and
advertising our presence in the community is underway.

3. Increase our tithing to the general operations of the
church:

This as you can imagine, is our number one need a
this time. Educating our congregation on the financial
status of our church is beginning now. As you will see,
our newsletter will report how much our income and
expenses are each month. Also in the realm of educatiol
is the course we are offering call&biritual Principles
of Financial Freedom”. The course is so popular we are
offering it again at the end of April. This will be
followed by anUnexpected Incomeeries and club,
which is a very fun way to increase your gratitude and
thus your personal income and that of the church.
Finally, we are going to implement a Pledge Program,
asking our congregation to declare the annual amoun
each intends to give to the church so that we may bette
budget for our future. This will also be an opportunity to
respond to a call for “conscious giving” and the
consideration of increasing your gifts to the church as
you are able and as you are so inspired. Already, severe
members of our church have caught the excitement of
our potential growth and future needs, and have
voluntarily increased their giving without being asked.
This has not gone unnoticed (you know who you are)
and we are very grateful!

4. Volunteers

If you haven't noticed, every month our newsletter
contains the same names, the same players, because t
same people do 90% of the work involved in running our
church. If we want more success, and to manifest our

classes. If you've been thinking about volunteering but
just don’'t know where best to serve, please talk to Suzie
Curtis who is our new Volunteer Coordinator. We need
each and every one of you.

5. Grow our building fund:

In order to even contemplate the purchase of a
property of our own, we have to qualify for it. Not only
do we need enough for a down payment, we must be
able to make mortgage payments of potentially $3,500 a
month minimum. At present we pay less than $1,000 a
month for rent on two facilities — so we have a way to
grow before we can purchase something. We are also
pursuing every conversation that arises to enroll backers
and donors who might want to purchase a building
outright or purchase something to lease back to the
church.

We have a lot of big dreams and high purpose, my
friends, and | know that together, we can fulfill our
desire to have a Church home of our own. It may take us
some time, but these are worthy aspirations held by a
worthy group of people and we’re on our way. Not only
are we looking to the future, but we are focused in the
moment and shall enjoy our new home at the Episcopal
Church and enjoy each other as we grow. The Universe
is begging the question - “May | take your order please”?

Yes, You may.

The Secret 101,
a Primer

The Secret (Book and
DVD movie) is out and it isf
creating a media frenz
worldwide. Already, The
Secrethas been featured o
two Larry King Live shows
(CNN) and on two Oprah
Winfrey shows (ABC). The
buzz is worldwide.

The Secret explains how we all the
capacity/capability to work with one infinite power, one
law, theLaw of Attraction to attract the things we want
in our lives And, that law is universal, carved in stone
and scientifically validated. It always works, either for
us or against us.

The most apparent question stemming from “The
Secret” is: “Can we really create our lives through our
beliefs?” And the answer is a resounding YES!! The
result we get, however, depends on what kind of
thoughts we have, how we direct our thoughts, our
mental pictures, what choices we make.

The law is simply stated as "like attracts like."
More specifically, it can be stated as "You become what
you think about most, and you attract into your life what
you think about most."

In its even simpler form, it is'Thoughts Become
Things". If you think negative thoughts you will send
negative energy vibrations out into the Universe and
they will attract more negativity into your life.

For example, if you see your mate as unloving,
uncaring and uncooperative, that's what you will get
from him/her. Likewiseif you see your life as a “train
wreck,” it will likely become even more of a “train
wreck.”

Converselyjf you think positive thoughts, you will
send positive energy vibrations out into the Universe
and you will attract more positive things into your life.
For example, if you see your mate as loving, caring and
cooperative, that's what you will get from him/her.

Likewise, if you see your life as running smoothly,
with perfect health and abundant wealth, that is what you
will attract into your life.

Forgiving will necessarily be involved in using the
Law of Attraction because forgiving and being at peace
with “all that is” (connecting to our God-selves) is what
opens the flood gates of good and God to each of us.

The first person you always have to forgive is
yourself. Once you can truly say to yourself: | thank
you “for-giving” me such and such an experience
because that experience opened me up to possibilities

have



did not know existed. Only then will you be able to
move forward to attract what you want into your life.

Once you have forgiven yourself, then it is time to
move on to forgive others by thanking them “for-giving”
you whatever experience you had with them. Forgive
and move on. The Law of Attraction equates to this
then: Not forgiving--keeping negativity in your life-- is
like putting poison into your system, keeping it there and
expecting the other person to die from it. Know that
only you will suffer from doing that.

There is ahree-step proces®r applying the basics
of the Law of Attraction:

1. Ask. Ask the Universe, in very specific terms, for
what you want. This can be done with words, with
thoughts, in writing, in pictures, anything that makes
what you want real to you.

2. Express gratitudefor already having received
what you want. Act “as if” all has already been
accomplished, remembering that the mind does not know
the difference between something imagined/visualized
and something that has actually happened

3. Take Action. Go about setting in motion all that
has to be done in order for you to be ready to receive that
which is already really yours.

And do each of these things with feelings and
emotions so that the Universe knows and feels your
acceptance of “all that is.”

The Universe will respond to you. You don't need to
know how it will respond. The "how" is the domain of
the Universe and the Universe knows what is for your
highest and greatest good, so you may not always get
what you ask for. And remember, when the "intuitive
nudge" comes back from the Univeraeton it!

A hugely powerful tool to use in applying the Law of
Attraction isVisualization When visualizing (picturing
what you want), always and only focus on the end result
and thefeelingsof being there already To make this
work it is important tohabituatethe process, i.e. do it
every day. A "vision board" (a collage or montage
picture of the things you want) may be helpful in doing
your visualization. Ignore what you don't want. Give
full attentionto what you do want.

Your feelings tell you if you are in alignment with the
Universe, i.e. good feelings mean you are in alignment
and you will want to continue with your positive focus.
Bad feelings mean you are out of alignment and you
might want to consider what you are focusing on.

Gratefulness is also required from you. Feeling
grateful for what you already have in your life is
important. Make a list of all the good in your life and
appreciate it all. This will help you attract more good. If
you are unhappy because of what you don't have, you
will attract more unhappiness. The gem of wisdom here
is called having atattitude of gratitude."

Be happy with yourself, give to yourself, and love
yourself. The Universe can't love you until you love
yourself.

Know that we are all connected. Everything in the
Universe is energy (think photons and electrons), and
that includes our thoughts. We are all energy fields
within a larger energy field and no energy ever gets
lost—transformed, yes, lost, no.

Orient yourself to thepositive aspects of those
around you. Don't try to change the negative aspects o
others so you can be happy. Give up trying to control
others. Find your own happy reality. Others do not have
to be like you. lIt's best if you choose your world, and
allow others to choose theirs.

If you have a disease, don't spend much time talking
about it. See yourself as already healed. Let the docto
do the worrying. Let your positive thinking help your
body heal itself!

A common lie in our society is that "there's not
enough good to go around." The truth is that "there's
more than enough good to go around.” Think
abundance.

There is no blackboard in the sky where God has
written your purpose and mission in life. It is not your
task to find such a blackboardlour purpose is what
you say it is! (Are you clear about yours?)

Most of your time will be spent collecting data to
help you decide what you really want. Then your work
is to focus upon that. Break free of cultural codes. Find
something that feels good and that resonates with youl
heart.

Remember, the rest of your life starts here...

| recommend using these principles to magnetize all
the abundance that is out there.

I encourage you to work on this, and to help and
support each other. Be a Beloved to yourself and to eacl
person you encounter on your path.

I have merely scratched the surfaceTdfe Secret
and the Law of Attraction in this article. There are many
guestions you will each want to explore as you practice
The Secret. For example: “Where does God fit into
“The Secret? Is usinghe Secref way of finding out
what God’s will is for me? If you usehe Secrein your
life does this mean that nothing bad will happen to you?
Is there a “Secret” behinthe Secret? What if | find
out, after usingrhe Secretthat there is still something
missing in my life?”
