Dear Ones, 
 “Some people come into our lives and quickly go. 

Some stay for awhile and leave footprints on our hearts 
and we are never the same.” 

 

That quotation appears on a beautiful plaque given to 
me by one of my students from my former church.  I took 
it to mean that I had made a difference in her life.  Very 
flattering, yet that student no longer attends Church.  
Hopefully, she’s out there “living it” now.  People come 
and people go.  Hmmm…that makes me nostalgic for so 
many in the history of my ministry who followed their 
dream and moved away, found a new career, or married, or 
made their transition.  Life changes everywhere. Some call 
us the “Church of the Revolving Door”.  I’m not sure 
that’s a compliment, but I think I’ll take it as one anyway.  
Ins and outs, comings and goings, ups and downs… all of 
these are reflections of change, movement and expression 
and none either good or bad.  Isn’t that what we teach? 
Change is the nature of the Universe.  Non-attachment is 
the way to enlightenment!  

I truly admire those folks who step out and take a 
chance, those who reach for the goals and make it. I even 
admire those who reach for their goal and fall on their 
faces.  In fact, I admire those most of all.  Can anyone 
really fail?  I don’t think so. Just as beauty is in the eye of 
the beholder, so is supposed failure.  The only failure 
would be if one didn’t try in the first place.  Wusses I don’t 
admire.  In fact, I’m downright judgmental about that.  
Now don’t get me wrong, I respect fear.  I just don’t 
respect paralysis.  I’m almost positive that nothing was 
ever created by anyone without at least a small amount of 
fear prior to the creation. It’s all in what we choose to do 
with fear that matters. 

I like the acronym my sweetie, Dr. Lee Gibson, uses 
for fear.  F-E-A-R equals “False Evidence Appearing 
Real”.  Dr. Gibson also advises what to do with that false 
evidence. He says FISO it!  “Function In Spite Of” it!  

If you find yourself sitting in some fear about your 
future creation, I recommend the following: 

1. Identify in detail by listing all that you fear will 
happen (go ahead imagine the worst and write it 
down just this once). 

2. Regard each item on your list and ask these 
questions: 
a) What are the odds that this will happen?  Are 

the odds in my favor or against me? 
b) Is what I want to create for the good of all? 

Will anyone be harmed or lessened by my 
creation? Will anyone be enhanced or benefit 
by my creation?  Did I make up this fear 
scenario and all the evidence? Can I unmake 
it? 

3. Renew your excitement about your creation. 
Picture yourself on your deathbed and ask? “Am I 
dying from regret for not living my dreams? 

4. How much do you want this creation?  If you want 
it a lot then it’s worth it to experience whatever 
comes in our process of forward movement toward 
it.  If you don’t really care then why fool around in 
fear about it. Dream what you’d really like to 
create and get scared about the real thing – then 
get un-scared by using the above process. 

5. Take at least one small step daily toward your 
dream and realize you are not alone! 

We are all, always, supported by the Universe in our 
unique methods of expression.  As we learn to trust that 
Truth, we become more and more willing to play full out 
in life.  Even if you don’t get what you started out for, you 
get something… and it is often better than you initially 
dreamed.  Go out there and make a difference in our life – 
and as a result you’ll make a difference in mine.  Thank 
you for making that difference!
