Baha'i

“Every eye, in this Day, should seek what will best promote the Cause of Godhidas Wie Eternal Truth,
beareth Me witness! Nothing whatever can, in this Day, inflict atgrdnarm upon this Cause than dissension and
strife, contention, estrangement and apathy, among the loved ones of God. Flee themthbrpagrer of God and
His sovereign aid, and strive ye to knit together the hearts of men, in htig, tae Unifier, the All-Knowing, the All-
Wise. “ Baha'ullah wrote these words.

Just when you thought we had seen the last of the prophets, along comes Babtiellah was born to a
wealthy Persian family and his name was Mirza Husayn Ali. Believingasethe prophet foretold by the Bab, a
religious leader directly descended from Mohammed, Mirza Husayn Aéduhis back on his position at the Persian
court and took the name B&ha'ullah which means “Glory of Gotl Baha'ullah was known for his kindness and
generosity, but his strong convictions caused him to be persecuted and banishethezaimytis life. Baha'ullah
wrote a series of letters to the world rulers of his day proclaimingaiméng unification of humanity and the
emergence of a world civilization. Kings, emperors and presidentsacaied upon to reconcile their differences,
curtail their weaponry and devote their energies to the establishinemnversal peace. Baha'ullah died as a prisoner
in Palestine in 1892.

Baha'ullah founded Baha'i in Iran in the mid-nineteenth centunyt is the 4th of the Abramic religionsAfter
Baha'ullah’s death, one of his sons set out on a missionary journey to Egyie Eumd America establishing Baha'i
branches. The Baha'i believe in the unity of all mankind and the unity ofiglbred thought. They believe that all
religions teach the same truth.

“It is because of this difference in their station and mission that the \@odistterances flowing from these Well
Springs of Divine knowledge appear to diverge and differ. Otherwisiee iayes of them that are initiated into the
mysteries of Divine wisdom, all their utterances are, in reality,Hauexpressions of one Truth. As most of the people
have failed to appreciate those stations to which [W]e have reférestl therefore, feel perplexed and dismayed at
the varying utterances pronounced by Manifestations that are edgemehnd the same. “

Baha'i reject all prejudice and stress ethical teachings such asldvpeace, education, and sexual and racial
equality. They believe that God is completely unknowable, but God’s presence and veoeikgdant in the creation of
the world and the existence of the proph&te prophets they believe in include all the Jewish prophetsusdes
Muhammed, and Baha'ullah

“It is clear and evident to thee that all the Prophets are th@l&sraf the Cause of God, Who have appeared
clothed in diverse attire. If thou wilt observe with discriminatingsgyhou wilt behold Them all abiding in the same
tabernacle, soaring in the same heaven, seated upon the same throne, uttesimg 8ypeech, and proclaiming the
same Faith. Such is the unity of those Essences of being, those Luminariggtefand immeasurable splendor!
Wherefore, should one of these Manifestations of Holiness proclgingsd am the return of all the Prophets,’ He,



verily, speaketh the truth. In like manner, in every subsequent Revelagaetarn of the former Revelation is a fact,
the truth of which is firmly established.”

Baha'i represents the renewal of religion with teachings aelsto contemporary needs and the requirements of
humanity’s collective futureThere is no formal public ritual or priesthood in Baha'i. They worship Gdddugh
prayer and meditation, participate in devotional gatherings every 19 dayish includes a feast, and they actively
serve their communitiesVork performed in the spirit of service is considered a form of worstgppod.

Baha'ullah tells us not to concern ourselves with politics and the worldplois o connect the hearts to God. |
think he must have come to this conclusion after he wrote all those tetteesworld leaders and found himself
imprisoned.

The mandala representing the Baha'i faith depicts the nine patdr,the generally
recognized symbol of the religion. In mystical Hebrew traditivme was the number of truth
thought to be an incorruptible number because when it is multiplied by any sigigjléhei 2 digits
produced add up to nine. Also, nine as the highest single digit symbolizes completemnas the
Baha'i faith claims to be the fulfillment of the expectations of abirpAbramic religions, this
symbol reflects the sense of fulfillment and completeness.

I chose the violet background for thendalabecause it is the color of our crown chakra. When we are in violet
light, we are connected to the Divine. The earth in the center regresemresence in this life -- the Baha'i believe
in the unity and oneness of all life here and that Unity is our lessordafoing goddesses around the earth represent
the female energy of love, peace, and sharing with one another.

The Wall Hanging of Oneness
