Dear Ones,

I love all the
celebrations that
humans create. Give
us any reason and
we’ll make up a
theme, throw a
party, decorate and
then make it a
tradition that lasts
for centuries.
Halloween,
Thanksgiving and
Christmas have all whizzed by...so let's devise another
celebration! Oh yes! New Year's Eve!

The new year celebration affords us another
opportunity to play, to honor our Life and our love of
it. 1 think it's wonderful that we have inborn in us the
desire and the need to play. The game we’re about to
undertake has rules, just like any game. The new
year's game rules are: make resolutions, start over,
create a way to have a new beginning and let’s be
better and do better. The truth is Janudrisjust like
any other day of the year, but we have created an
opportunity for renewal and reassessment and that is
good.

There is a little snag contained in the new year
celebration though — and | intend to keep awake to it.
You can join me if you choose. We must be cautious to
make only promises to ourselves that we can keep, or
toward which we truly have a commitment. Too may
people make new year’s resolutions or promises to
themselves on January and every other day of the
year, that they do not keep. What this does is make it
difficult for us to trust ourselves. We don’t even have
our own word to rely on. If we can't trust ourselves,
no one else can be trustworthy in our eyes. It is better
NOT to make a promise to ourselves than to break it.

Sometimes our intentions are great and we really
believe we will keep our resolution, but a few weeks later,
we realize we broke it or forgot it or lost is somewhere
along the line. That is called “self-sabotage”.

Here’s an example of what | call self-sabotage:

As a minister, | write a lot - articles for newsletters and
newspapers, my Sunday messages and I'm even writing a
book. Ideas for the various things | write come to me at
the most interesting times and the ideas don’t seem to care
where | am or what I'm doing or whether or not I'm
anywhere near a piece of paper and pen to jot them down.
The ideas just come. It's very frustrating to me to get an
idea and then lose it in the ethers because | neglected to
write it down.

| found myself at the store when a great idea came to
mind as | was standing in line. It was such a great idea
that | promptly forgot it as | got into the car and
remembered only that | had one. That is sabotage! My
resolution or promise to myself is to improve my writing
skills and use the ideas | divinely receive for the good of
my fellow human beings. The sabotage is not carrying a
pen and paper in every single purse | own. (I have now
placed a paper and pen in every purse in my closet). End
of sabotage and the beginning of the realization of my
goal!

There are more subtle forms of sabotage than the
above example: Some of them are:

1. Giving away your power to someone or something
else by blaming them for holding you back. (My
mother wouldn’t let me...husband, wife, boss, etc.

2. Holding regrets for missed opportunities, mistakes or
“failures” of the past. (Regret kills our sense of the
Allness and Goodness and Limitlessness of Life and
thus stifles the Divine urge in the individual).

3. Using the phrase “If only it were different | would....”
It's not different! It is what it is, unless you create it
differently.



4. “I'mtoo old”. (Age isn't a reality unless you buy
into what you were taught by others — you have a
choice what to believe and how to act out of your
beliefs).

“I can’t afford it". (If you believe in your goal and
yourself, the support will be there. Trust! Treat!
Move your feet!

Being vague and unclear about what you truly
want. (Usually it's not that you do not know what
you want, it is that fear has placed a veil in front of
the clear vision. Remove the fear in your private
moments and reveal your desire to yourself freely.
Then share the desire with someone you trust to
help give it life.)

Going it alone. (This is the “I'm tough”
syndrome.) Nobody is tough and nobody can do
anything alone except pray. We need each other
and we want each other to be involved. So share
your goal and let someone support you in it and
coach you to be more than you thought you could
be. (Practitioners and ministers are very good
coaches!)

So, my friends what are you resolutions this year?
Are you willing to keep your promises to yourself?
Have you prevented all possible attempts at self-
sabotage? Are you clear and specific? Do you have a
coach to support you in your goals? Do you see
yourself in the Light of unlimited Power? Yes? Yes!
Go for it and have a grand celebration of your life in
2006!

His Textbook, Science ofstritst
published in 1926 and revised in 1938. Ernest was raised in New England and even though religi
played an important role in his childhood, he held no affinity to organized religion. He wasl an avi
reader, studying science, philosophy and religion, seeking the greatest minds in eaehfigfidises
Over time he pieced together the profound knowledge of many of the world’s spitddtdend
thinkers throughout history. Throughout the investigation, his desire was to synthedihe \ldaaned,
and to provide one usable philosophy that would lead to greater happiness, success aitgl praoisigrlife.

| have always thought that the term “New Thought'’ is really a misnomer, leecenss of these thoughts have been
around for a very long time. | was recently reading an essay written by PaulaABmtitled Grandmother SuriThe essay is
about ancient Puebtbeology and | quote, “Thought Woman is not limited to a female role in the total theologyKafrdse
people. Since she is the Supreme Spirit, she is both Mother and Father to all people eatigbscShe is the only creator of
thought, and thought precedes creation.” Dr. Holmes made no claim that he persamlbrditsany great truth, but through
his dedicated approach to metaphysical studies, he added his insights about God to the ogwsasvbbtpreceded him. Dr
Holmes did contribute the technique he called “spiritual mind treatment” whickingm major cornerstone of Religious
Science teachings.

A reporter once asked Dr. Ernest Holmes to briefly describe what Religitersce teaches. His answer has become
known as the Declaration of Principles.
