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Christianity
By Lana Tice

Christianity is the second of the Abramic religions.
There are about 1,500 different Christian faith groups
in North America and they promote many different and
often conflicting beliefs. Basically, Christianity is
based on the teachings of Jesus the Christ. Christ is a
Greek work meaning “messiah” or “anointed one.”

the official religion of the Empire. Gnostic Christianity
was severely persecuted and was almost exterminated.
Pauline Christianity became the Roman Catholic
Church and was all powerful in Europe until the
Protestant Reformation in the™6entury.
The Protestant movement further fragmented into
what are now thousands of individual denominations.
Setting the dogmas and bloodshed of these various
denominations aside, the words of Jesus ring true for
all ages. Jesus told great stories in the form of parables
and aphorisms that invite reflection, and a way to see
life differently from conventional wisdom or what
Ernest Holmes calls race thought. He taught love and
peace and gave us these examples to follow:
“l am giving you a new commandment: love one
another as | have loved you.” John 13:34
“Peace is what | leave behind for you. | give you
my peace.” John 14:27
“Put your sword back into its place, for all those
who take the sword will perish by the sword.”
Matthew 26:52
“Love your enemies, do good to those who hate
you, bless those who curse you, pray for those who
abuse you.” Luke 6:27 and 28.
Themandalafor Christianity was sewn by Cathy
Knepp. It is a four pointnandala Four is the number
of totality, stability and universal order and power.
There are 4 crosses for the four directions. The cross is
the emblem of Christian faith. Before Christianity, the
cross represented the four elemental gods. In

Jesus was a Jewish preacher and healer born between 7 Christianity, the cross signifies salvation. It represents

and 4 BCE and was executed by the Romans in the
spring of 25 to 30 CE. Christians believe Jesus was the
Son of God, that he was born of a virgin, and was
bodily resurrected 3 days after his death and later
ascended to heaven.

After Jesus’ death, his followers formed the Jewish
Christian movement. Simon Peter probably headed this
group followed by James. They regarded themselves as
a reform movement within Judaism. Saul of Tarsus
was originally a persecutor of Jewish Christians, but he
had a vision of the risen Christ, took the name of Paul
and became the greatest theologian of the early
Christian movement. Paul’'s ministry was directed
mainly to Non-Jewish people.

Another belief system in the early years was
Gnostic Christianity that taught that Jesus was a “spirit
being” sent by God to impart knowledge to humans so
that they could escape the miseries of life on earth.

The Roman Empire recognized Pauline
Christianity in 313 CE and later that century if became
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redemption from sin through the sacrifice of Jesus the
Christ and the promise of eternal life to those who
believe in him.

The crosses in oumandalaare entwined with
lilies, the emblem of purity and chastity. The lily is
associated with the archangel Gabriel and the Virgin
Mary.

The doves also represent chastity in the sense of
marital fidelity because doves were believed to mate
for life. Doves are also linked to fertility, love, loyalty,
happiness and peace.
